These yarn 
symbols, borrowed from the Huichole Indians of Mexi co, represent the 
loving gaze of God.  For Christians, they can also represent windows into 
the way God sees our imperfect lives: as birthplace s for Christ that are no 
less plausible than the humble stable at Bethlehem.  
  
THE ADVENT COLOR:  The traditional color for the Se ason of Advent is 
purple, the rich "heart" color of depth and longing , hope and expectation.
